	Alignment to Levels of Service Delivery
	A current Traffic Impact Assessment reviewing the existing level of service of signalized intersection of Highway 28 and Highway 37 would need to be undertaken.  

	
	

	Anticipated Human Resource Requirements
	Administration would need to undertake: research and discussions with Alberta Transportation; review of existing alignments and traffic volumes  and a Traffic Impact Assessment and Modified Highway Alignment Design drawings would need to be completed. Future Council presentation preparation would be required to move forward with cost-share agreement considerations.

	
	

	Anticipated Financial Resource Requirements
	Financial implications would be dependent on the results of potential intersectional improvements and cost share arrangements.

	
	

	Additional Background Information
	Long-term conceptual plans indicate a potential realignment of Highway 37 with a relocation south of Namao and potential for a fully upgraded interchange.

Alberta Transportation traffic counts show the highest volumes along the south leg of Highway 28 at 9,600 annual average daily traffic (AADT) and the west leg of Highway 37 at 5,900 AADT.

Collision data pulled from Alberta Transportation shows that in the last 10 years there have been 4 fatalities and 6 major injuries within a half-mile radius of the intersection.
