Report
	Background Information
2019 Council Committees Review
· In 2019, Council directed Administration to conduct a review of the Council Committees structure and to provide recommendations to Council on how the structure could be improved.
· The 2019 Council Committees Review Report, which was presented to Council on November 12, 2019, identified that section 21 of the existing Council Committees Bylaw 1381/16 authorizes each Council Committee to prepare a Terms of Reference document for recommendation to Council. However, section 145 of the Municipal Government Act (MGA) requires that Council Committee terms of reference be established by bylaw, not by Council resolution.

· As a result of the review, Administration is presenting three bylaws at the October 13, 2020 Council meeting: Agricultural Appeal Board Bylaw, Agricultural Service Board Bylaw, and Environmental Protection Appeal Board. The Council Committees Bylaw will be presented for first reading at the October 27, 2020 Council meeting.

Establishment of an Agricultural Appeal Board
· Section 1(1)(f) of the MGA defines a “Council Committee” as a committee, board, or other body established by Council under the MGA but does not include an assessment review board or a subdivision and development appeal board.
· Currently, Bylaw 1381/16, the Council Committees Bylaw, establishes the Environmental Protection Appeal Board. 

· As the Environmental Protection Appeal Board is established under the Environmental Protection and Enhancement Act and not under the MGA, it is not considered a Council Committee and therefore cannot be included in a Council Committees Bylaw. 

Bylaw 1519/20 – A Bylaw to Establish an Environmental Protection Appeal Board
· Administration is presenting Bylaw 1519/20 to establish an Environmental Protection Appeal Board, for Council’s consideration for first reading. 
· The Bylaw does not fundamentally amend the intent or function of the Appeal Board created under the existing Council Committees Bylaw, but does provide additional detail regarding the mandate, function, and procedures of the Board similar to other appeal boards including the Assessment Review Board and the Subdivision and Development Appeal Board.
· The existing Environmental Protection Appeal Board established under the Council Committees Bylaw 1381/16 will be repealed with the passing of the new Council Committees Bylaw, which will be proposed to be passed at the same meeting as Bylaw 1519/20.
