Report
	Background Information
· Sturgeon County historically utilizes a mix of contracted gravel supply and resources for Transportation and Engineering Services programing.  The supply tender historically has been awarded to the lowest bidder for each of the County Stockpile locations. 

· The 2022 gravel consumable budget takes into consideration the supply tender. The $2,867,900 gravel consumable budget represents approximately 150,000 tonnes of gravel for maintenance activities. 


· Gravel supply is used for gravel road maintenance activities with the largest portion attributed to the gravel resurfacing program. Other usage activities include spot gravel repairs, dust suppression, surfacing after shoulder pulling, and enhanced road maintenance.

· A portion of the gravel supply allocated in 2022 will be supplied out of the Villeneuve Gravel pit, which is processed under a separate contract.

· The Sturgeon County Gravel Supply Tender was advertised on Alberta Purchasing Connection (APC).

	Implication of Administrative Recommendation
	Strategic Alignment:
Maintain and Enhance Strong Communities – Maintaining County gravel road systems requires replenishment of surfacing gravel to ensure a safe and reliable gravel road network.

Organizational:
Timing of the tender award will provide the respective contractors the opportunity to meet deadlines for crushing and hauling to the stockpile locations prior to the spring road bans taking effect.

Having a sufficient supply of gravel will ensure effective and timely maintenance of the County gravel roads system.

Financial:
Sturgeon County has budgeted $2,867,900 for the gravel requirements in 2022. The total supply requirements for the Lily Lake, Opal and Villeneuve Stockpile sites amounts to $1,871,830.

	Implications of Alternatives 
	Strategic Alignment:

· Re-tendering could delay the stockpiling timeline, which is planned to commence in January 2022, and impact aggregate availability as Administration plans for spring breakup response.
