NOW THEREFORE the Council of Sturgeon County, duly assembled, amends Bylaw 1352/15 as follows:

1. Section 3.3 is deleted and replaced with the following:

3.3 The owner of every dog shall obtain a license for the current year.

2. In section 3.8, Land Use Bylaw 819/96 is replaced with Land Use Bylaw 1385/17.

3. Schedule A is deleted and replaced with the following:

	The Owner of every dog in the areas described in Section 1 (1.2) and Section 5 shall each year pay to the County the appropriate license fee, being:

	
	Per Year

	For each neutered male and spayed female dog
	$ 20.00

	For each unaltered male and female dog
	$ 30.00

	Vicious dog yearly fee if deemed a vicious dog by Sturgeon County
	$ 1,000.00
