Report
	Background Information
· The current Dog Control Bylaw has been in place and utilized effectively since November 2015.

· Section of 3 of the Bylaw sets out the requirement for owners to license their dogs as per the schedule:  

Prior to September 1, in order to license a dog(s), owners are required to pay the following:
· Neutered male and spayed female: $20.00;
· Unaltered male and female: $30.00; and
· Vicious dog, if deemed so by the County: $1,000.00

On or after September 1, dog owners are required to pay the following:
· Neutered male and spayed female: $10.00;
· Unaltered male and female: $15.00; and
· Vicious dog, if deemed so by the County: $1,000.00

Licenses expire yearly at the end of December.

· As part of the ongoing work to allow residents improved access and easier means for registering their dogs, a new version of the online registration is being implemented. The new system is designed so that when an owner registers their dog(s), it will be valid for a one-year time period, expiring the subsequent year on the date registered. Prior to the expiration date, owners will receive a notification of the upcoming expiration.

· The proposed amendments for Council consideration involve a request to change the schedule so that there will be one fee for a full twelve-month term, thus eliminating the changes to fees on or after September 1 as currently required. Other amendments include a minor change to the wording in section 3.3 and an update to section 3.8 to reference the updated Land Use Bylaw.

External Communication
· Notice of this change will be communicated to residents with the launch of the new system. The change will be also be reflected in the 2020 Fees and Charges Bylaw.
