Report
	Background Information
Regular Council Meetings
In accordance with Section 193 of the Municipal Government Act, Council may decide at a Council meeting at which all members are present, the dates, times and location of regularly scheduled Council meetings. 

The establishment of meeting dates is normally approved at the annual Council Organizational Meeting. Once approved, no further notice of regularly scheduled meetings is required.

Additional Regular Council Meetings have been scheduled for the 2021 Operating and Capital Budget: Wednesday, November 25, 2020; Thursday, November 26, 2020; and Friday, November 27, 2020.

It is recommended that the July 28 and August 11, 2020 Regular Council Meetings be cancelled for summer break. Council has previously cancelled summer meetings to recognize few Council business items coming forward during the summer months, and to allow scheduling of holidays. In addition, Administration recommends that the December 22, 2020 Regular Council Meeting be cancelled for winter break. If any urgent business should arise, a Special Council Meeting may be called.


Municipal Planning Commission Meetings
Although there is no legislated requirement to establish a schedule for the Municipal Planning Commission (MPC) meetings, scheduling meetings on regular dates and times has proven convenient and efficient. 

It is recommended that the July 21, August 4, and August 18, 2020 MPC meetings be cancelled for summer break and the December 15 MPC meeting be cancelled for winter break.

Additionally, it is recommended that Council cancel the March 17 and November 3, 2020 MPC meetings. This is to accommodate Council’s attendance at the Rural Municipalities of Alberta (RMA) Spring and Fall Conferences, as MPC consists of 5 members of Council. 

Subdivision and Development Appeal Board Hearings
Although there is no legislated requirement to establish a schedule for Subdivision and Development Appeal Board (SDAB) hearings, scheduling hearings on regular dates and times has proven convenient and efficient and ensures legislated timelines are followed.

· Once approved, the 2020 calendar will be posted to the County website. In addition, Legislative Services will advertise notice of cancelled meetings closer to the dates of the meetings.
