	1. CALL TO ORDER

· Registered speakers will have a five (5) minute time limit to speak (unless there is consent by County Council to extend the allotted time.)
· Then, other persons who wish to speak and claim to be affected will have the opportunity to speak (again, with the same five (5) minute time limit.
· Throughout, Council may ask questions of clarification for up to a five (5) minute time limit (unless there is consent by County Council to extend the allotted time).
· The purpose of the public hearing is for Administration, the Applicant and affected persons to provide input to Council on the proposed bylaw. Council is here to listen to you. 
· If you have a written submission, it must be provided to the Legislative Officer, Lisa Schovanek, prior to the close of the public hearing. Council will not consider submissions from the public after that time.
· You should be aware that minutes are being made of the public hearing.    
· Each speaker must introduce themselves, and we would also ask you to point out on the County map the land that you own or occupy that is in proximity to the lands that are the subject of the bylaw.
· There is a sign in sheet.
· Also, I should advise that these lands were the subject of a development permit application previously by these same Applicants, framed as an application under the definition of Agricultural Support Service. Ultimately the SDAB determined that the proposed development did not fall within that definition. I raise this prior application for two reasons. First, I wanted to relay that 5 members of Council served on the Municipal Planning Commission when the application was considered. Now rest assured that all members of Council are coming to this hearing with an open mind and will consider all issues raised in the written and verbal submissions for this hearing. And further, this is an application for a redistricting bylaw and not a specific development permit. But secondly, I wanted to caution all present that Council will make their decision based on the information presented at this hearing so it is critical that all information and issues be tabled at this hearing as Council will not be relying on something that may have been mentioned as part of the development permit application process.
