Report
	Background Information
· On June 27, 2017, Council adopted an Implementation Plan for the amended Land Use Bylaw (LUB). The Implementation Plan noted that, “Administration undertakes, when LUB 1385/17 receives third reading, to notify all landowners (in writing) of the change in land use district that applies to their land. In those cases where landowners are dissatisfied with the zoning district, Administration will process Land Use Bylaw amendment applications from the said landowner to either change to a suitable conventional district or a regulated Direct Control district.”
· Instead of creating multiple unique direct control districts for each Recreational Vehicle Storage (RVS) business in Sturgeon County (all of which are quite similar in their land use requirements), Administration is proposing a district to encompass all these uses: RVS District. This approach should be simpler and more efficient for landowners.
· In addition to the Direct Control District 1 (DC1), Sturgeon County also has several existing and proposed RVS businesses within the Agriculture District (AG) wanting to redistrict their property to this proposed new district. If the proposed bylaw is given third reading, it is anticipated that these applications will be brought for Council consideration early in 2020.

Internal Communication
· Administration circulated the draft RVS District to internal departments in mid-October 2019. No comments or concerns have been received.



External Communication
· Administration engaged with existing RVS businesses districted as DC1. Feedback received was positive and landowners did not express concerns with the proposed RVS District.
· The date and time of the Public Hearing has been advertised in accordance with the legislated requirements in section 606 of the Municipal Government Act (MGA). As such, newspaper advertisements have been placed for two consecutive weeks in the local newspapers (Free Press and St. Albert Gazette).

· The Municipal Government Act (MGA) authorizes Council to establish and amend bylaws. 
· Section 692 of the MGA requires that a municipality hold a Public Hearing prior to giving second reading to a proposed bylaw.
