Report
	Background Information
· Administration brings forward the Fees and Charges Schedule annually for approval by Council as part of the budget approval process.
· The Fees and Charges Schedule Bylaw establishes rates, fees and charges payable for municipal services provided by Sturgeon County.
· Section 8 of the Municipal Government Act (MGA) requires that a schedule of fees and charges be established by bylaw. Likewise, amendments to the fees and charges schedule must be established by bylaw.
· The Dust Suppression Policy was approved by Council at the March 26, 2019 Council meeting. The amended policy directs that, “At its discretion, the County may trial and make available other dust suppression products.”
· Five dust suppression product trials were conducted during the 2019 maintenance season: Canola Oil product, DL-10 Special, Lignosulfonate, Ligno-Calcium Chloride Blend and mineral oil-based product CleanTRACK.
· An alternative product recommended by Administration for Council consideration is a mineral based option. The product piloted in 2019 was an odourless, non-toxic, chemically inert product deemed environmentally friendly. It is noncorrosive to vehicles. The trial section performed well on the high use road with no reapplications being required during the observation period.
· Offering this product as a dust suppression option requires an amendment to the Fees and Charges Bylaw to ensure that appropriate fees are assigned and clarified. A redlined Schedule “F” of the Fees and Charges Bylaw 1466/19 demonstrating the proposed amendments is attached.

External Communication
· Product rates will be advertised in local newspapers and on the Sturgeon County website.

Relevant Policy/Legislation/Practices:
· Section 8 of the MGA authorizes Council, through bylaw, to provide for a system of licenses, permits, and approvals and to establish fees for the purpose of raising revenue.

	Implication of Administrative Recommendation
	Strategic Alignment:
