A BYLAW OF STURGEON COUNTY, ALBERTA, FOR THE PURPOSE OF AMENDING LAND USE BYLAW 1385/17.

WHEREAS, the Municipal Government Act, RSA 2000 c.M-26, any regulations thereunder, and any amendments or successor legislation thereto, authorize Council to establish and amend Land Use Bylaw 1385/17;

AND WHEREAS, the Council of Sturgeon County has deemed it desirable to amend Land Use Bylaw 1385/17;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of Sturgeon County, duly assembled, hereby enacts as follows:

THAT LAND USE BYLAW 1385/17 BE AMENDED AS FOLLOWS:

1. Add “Event venue” as a discretionary use to the AG – Agriculture District.

2. Add the definition of “Event venue” as shown in Schedule A to Part 18.

3. Add the regulations as shown in Schedule B as Section 6.11A.

That this Bylaw shall come into force and effect upon being passed.

“Schedule A”
Event venue, means a use, accessory to the principal dwelling which brings additional visitors to an agricultural parcel for an event that is operated as a commercial business and is not associated with agricultural production. This use may include the provision of facilities to enable entertainment and/or the preparation of food and beverage services. This use does not include bed and breakfast, guest ranch, or home-based business.

6.11A EVENT VENUE
A development permit application for event venue shall include, but is not limited to, the following:
Any use and/or development shall be designed to have limited adverse impacts on agricultural operations, activities or industry, and shall be in keeping with the character and scale of the rural and agricultural context, at the discretion of the Development Authority.
A statement detailing:
the proposed hours of operation; 
the anticipated number of visitors daily, per week, or per event during peak season and low season 
the serviceability of the land;
identifying potential impacts to adjacent parcels, and how these may be addressed, including but not limited to, strategies for noise mitigation; and
an emergency response plan.
The application shall also include a site plan of the development area which shall include:
access and egress in accordance with Sturgeon County’s General Municipal Servicing Standards;
emergency access;
location of the internal roads and their widths; 
no less than one parking stall per three visitors and pursuant to Part 9 of this Bylaw;
existing and proposed buildings and their uses;
washroom areas;
lighted areas; and
signs pursuant to Part 7 of the Bylaw.
An event venue may not host in excess of 300 guests per day, regardless of the number of events being hosted.
For safety purposes, all approaches for access and egress shall be constructed to a standard as determined by the County’s Engineering Services department and in accordance with Sturgeon County’s General Municipal Servicing Standards. 
A Road Use Agreement may be required as a condition of a development permit.
Any lighting shall be provided in accordance with Section 5.14 of this Bylaw.
Hours of operation shall be at the discretion of the Development Authority. The Development Authority shall have regard to, but is not bound by, the following guidelines:
9:00a.m. to 10:00 p.m. Sunday to Thursday; and
9:00a.m. to 1:00 a.m. Friday and Saturday.
Use of Recreational Vehicles for temporary overnight accommodation for a maximum of two (2) nights may be considered as part of an Event venue, at the discretion of the Development Authority, and is subject to adequate parking provided on the parcel. This does not include use of the parcel as a Campground.
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If any portion of this bylaw is declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, then the invalid
portion must be severed and the remainder of the bylaw is deemed valid.
