Report
	Background Information
· On October 8, 2019, Council passed Bylaw 1455/19 to adopt the Intermunicipal Collaboration Framework (ICF) between Sturgeon County and Parkland County. At that time, municipalities that were members of a growth management board were required to create a framework with other members of that same growth management board, only in respect to matters not addressed in the Growth Plan or the Servicing Plan. Recreation was not addressed by either plan. Therefore, the Sturgeon County and Parkland County ICF only addressed services relating to recreation. 

· Bill 25 (Red Tape Reduction Implementation Act, 2019) was passed by the Alberta Legislature on December 5, 2019 and included amendments to the MGA related to ICFs. Section 708.28 of the MGA was amended, removing the requirement for members of the same growth management board to complete ICFs with one another. As members of the same growth management board—the Edmonton Metropolitan Region Board (EMRB)—the ICF between Sturgeon County and Parkland County became optional.

· Sturgeon County has not adopted ICFs with any other neighbours outside its municipal boundary who are also members of the EMRB. To ensure consistency, it is recommended that the ICF between Parkland County and Sturgeon County be repealed.

· Parkland County has scheduled three readings of a repeal bylaw for the Sturgeon County and Parkland County ICF on their February 25, 2020 County Council agenda.

· Administration has engaged with Parkland County officials regarding this repeal and coordination of timing.

	Implications of Alternatives 
	Strategic Alignment: 
· Not approving the repeal bylaw for the Sturgeon County and Parkland County Intermunicipal Collaboration Framework could contribute to strained intermunicipal relationships due to the inconsistency of approach with Sturgeon County’s other optional ICFs.
Organizational:
· Not repealing the ICF may result in the need to obtain legal opinion, given Parkland County’s likely repeal of their ICF bylaw on February 25, 2020.

· If all three readings of the repeal bylaw are not passed during one Council meeting, Administration will be required to bring subsequent readings forward at a future regular meeting of Council.
