A BYLAW OF STURGEON COUNTY, IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA, TO REPEAL BYLAW 1455/19, A BYLAW TO ESTABLISH AN INTERMUNICIPAL COLLABORATION FRAMEWORK BETWEEN STURGEON COUNTY AND PARKLAND COUNTY. 

WHEREAS, the Municipal Government Act, RSA 2000, c.M-26 authorizes a council to repeal bylaws;

[bookmark: _GoBack]AND WHEREAS, Sturgeon County passed Bylaw 1455/19 establishing an Intermunicipal Collaboration Framework (ICF) between Sturgeon County and Parkland County; 

AND WHEREAS, Section 708.28(1) of the Municipal Government Act provides that municipalities that are members of the same growth management board may enter into an ICF but are not required to enter into one;

AND WHEREAS, Sturgeon County and Parkland County are members of the Edmonton Metropolitan Region Board and therefore no longer require an ICF;

AND WHEREAS, the Councils of Sturgeon County and Parkland County deem it desirable to repeal the ICF;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of Sturgeon County, duly assembled and under the authority of the Municipal Government Act, as amended, hereby enacts the following:

1. Bylaw 1455/19 is hereby repealed.

2. This Bylaw shall come into force and effect upon being passed.
