Report
	Background Information
· Section 69 of the Municipal Government Act (MGA) permits Council, by bylaw, to authorize a designated officer to consolidate one or more municipal bylaws. 
· Section 191(2) of the MGA requires that amendments to bylaws be made in the same way as the original bylaw. This means that, in cases where Council wishes to amend a bylaw without repealing and replacing it, a separate bylaw with a new bylaw number is required.
· When a bylaw has received a number of amendments (such as the Land Use Bylaw), a consolidated bylaw allows for all amendments to be incorporated into one easy-to-read document. Without the consolidation, the original bylaw and each amendment must be read separately and cross-referenced.
· Sturgeon County’s current Consolidation Bylaw, Bylaw 929/02, only allows for the consolidation of specific bylaws. Some of these bylaws have been repealed and replaced, and there are now other bylaws that have been amended several times and would make sense to consolidate, but Administration is not authorized do so under Bylaw 929/02. 
· Administration recommends that Council authorize the CAO to consolidate those bylaws he deems appropriate to be consolidated, which is consistent with the practice of other municipalities. This would result in more consolidated bylaws and increased usability for the public, Council, and Administration.
· Council gave first reading to Bylaw 1473/20 at the April 28, 2020 Council meeting. Administration recommends that Council give second and third readings of the Bylaw at the May 12, 2020 Council meeting.

· Bylaw 1473/20 will be posted on the Sturgeon County website once it is passed.
Relevant Policy/Legislation/Practices
· The MGA authorizes Council to establish and amend bylaws.
· Section 69 of the MGA permits Council, by bylaw, to authorize a designated officer to consolidate one or more bylaws of the municipality.

Strong Local and Regional Governance – A decision not to pass the new Consolidation Bylaw may result in the County being offside the MGA, or, if bylaws cease to be consolidated, could result in the public experiencing increased difficulty reading and understanding Sturgeon County’s bylaws.
