3. Persons/Areas Affected 
County Council

4. Definitions
The following definitions and interpretations apply to this policy:

Administration means the County Commissioner or his delegates.

Agriculture Services Department means the department responsible for administering the Beaver Control Incentive.

Beaver means a large semi-aquatic rodent. 

Council means the Council of Sturgeon County. 

Councillor means a member of the Council of Sturgeon County, including the Mayor.

County means the Municipality of Sturgeon County.

County Commissioner means the Chief Administrative Officer of Sturgeon County.

5. Policy Statement
5.1. The County is committed to protecting municipal infrastructure from water movement problems related to beaver activity and promoting landowner participation in mitigation measures. 

6. Responsibilities
The landowner shall:
· Prior to participation, contact the Agriculture Services Department of the problem with beavers giving a legal description of the property and the description of the flooded area, e.g. hay land, cultivated land, or pasture. 
· Prior to receiving payment, landowners and authorized persons must sign an affidavit that the beavers were destroyed in a manner that would not contravene any laws or legislation, were destroyed within Sturgeon County, and that these animals were causing flooding of private lands. 

Council shall:
· Determine the total amount paid out by the County on this program, which is limited to the amount provided in the approved budget of the same year. 

Administration shall:
· Administer the incentive program of $20.00 per tail to landowners or authorized person meeting the criteria. 
· The Manager, Agriculture Services may establish limits on the amount payable to a landowner or authorized person. 
· Arrange collection times for landowners or authorized persons to drop off beaver tails at the Agriculture Services Shop.
· Ensure beaver tails are no less than 7.62 centimetres or 3 inches in length as they will not be acceptable for payment. 
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
