Report
	Background Information
In addition to navigating the complexities associated with creating new land use districts and streamlining the regulations therein, the Land Use Bylaw (LUB) Re-Write Project, (completed in 2017) involved individually assigning new districts to all 12,000+ properties in Sturgeon County.  
Subsequently, it has come to Administration’s attention that 14 of these properties, (12 County-owned and 2 privately-owned) were redistricted (or not redistricted) in an inadvertent manner.  
Administration thus initiated proposed Bylaw 1514/20, which aims to redistrict the 14 affected properties more appropriately, with regard to the districting previously assigned under the old LUB 819/96, any particular Land Titles designations, and any existing/anticipated use on the property where known. 
The following summarizes the 14 affected properties’ circumstances and Administration’s associated recommendations:

Referral Comments
For the two privately-owned properties, referenced under A) and M) above, the landowners are aware of this undertaking and are supportive.

Should Council provide first reading of the bylaw, Administration will ensure public notification and advertising are completed as per the Municipal Government Act (MGA) for a Public Hearing.

Relevant Policy/Legislation/Practices
The Municipal Government Act, RSA 2000 c. M-26, and amendments thereto authorizes Council to establish and amend bylaws. 
Section 692 of the MGA requires that a municipality hold a Public Hearing prior to giving second reading to a bylaw of this nature.

	Strategic Alignment 
If Council refuses to give first reading of Bylaw 1514/20, the proposal would be defeated and Bylaw 1514/20 would not be adopted. As a result, the subject properties would not be redistricted and their use would remain inconsistent with their district.
