AMENDMENT TO TEMPORARY MANDATORY FACE COVERINGS BYLAW
STURGEON COUNTY, MORINVILLE, ALBERTA

A BYLAW OF STURGEON COUNTY, IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA, TO AMEND THE TEMPORARY MANDATORY FACE COVERINGS BYLAW

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization, the Chief Public Health Officer of Canada and the Chief Medical Officer of Health for Alberta have identified Face Coverings as a way to reduce the transmission of the COVID-19 virus;

AND WHEREAS, pursuant to section 7 of the Municipal Government Act, RSA 2000, c M-16, a municipality may pass bylaws respecting:
a. the safety, health and welfare of people and the protection of people and property;
b. people, activities and things in, on or near a public place or place that is open to the public; and
c. businesses, business activities and persons engaged in business;

AND WHEREAS, Council considers it appropriate to extend the effective date of Bylaw 1513/20 as the Sturgeon region remains in the Enhanced designation which requires enhanced public health measures to control the spread of COVID-19, and to reflect Alberta Health Services’ changing approach to regional relaunch statuses; 

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of Sturgeon County, in the Province of Alberta, duly assembled, enacts as follows:

1. Amendment of Bylaw 1513/20
1.1. Sections 9.1, 9.2, and 11.1 of Bylaw 1513/20 are deleted and replaced with the following:

9.1 	The provisions of this bylaw may only be enacted by the County Commissioner if the
Government of Alberta places the Sturgeon region outside of the Open designation.

9.2 	If the provisions of this bylaw have been enacted in accordance with section 9.1, they may only be reverted if the Government of Alberta places the Sturgeon region in the Open designation for a period of 14 (fourteen) consecutive days.

11.1 This bylaw is repealed on April 30, 2021.

2. Effective Date 
2.1. This bylaw shall come into force and take effect on the date that it is passed. 



3. Repeal Date
3.1. This bylaw is repealed on April 30, 2021.
