Report
	Background Information
· Sturgeon County has long been a municipality with plentiful extractable resources, particularly sand and gravel. The County seeks to balance economic, social, health, and environmental outcomes in regulating the resource extraction operations in the municipality. 

· Gravel extraction in areas of Sturgeon County has been ongoing for over 30 years. These deposits are currently being progressively extracted; however, the deposits will eventually be depleted, made uneconomical to extract, or made inaccessible due to land use restrictions.

· Council therefore directed Administration to review resource extraction regulations within the Land Use Bylaw and bring back recommendations that achieve the above outcomes. 

· Two documents, attached, summarize the inputs collected and research conducted through the Resource Extraction Regulatory Review to date:

· The What We Heard Report - Phase One summarizes the inputs received as part of the industry and public engagement process during the first phase of engagement. This report has previously been received by Council and is included for reference.

· The What We Heard Report - Phase Two summarizes the inputs received from the public, industry, and key stakeholder during the second phase of public engagement. 

· Both above reports are attached for information.

External Communication

· Stakeholder engagement for this review has been extensive – the largest such engagement for Sturgeon County in recent memory.

· The first phase of public engagement was a month-long online engagement, held between May to June 2020. Engagement tactics used throughout Engagement Phase One included interviews with industry representatives, coffee chat sessions with members of the public, and an online survey. The information gathered through this process was found within the first What We Heard Report and includes key findings, details of the engagement approach taken to date, and responses to the survey.

· The second phase of public engagement was also approximately a month long, held between October to November 2020. A hybrid approach was used to host this engagement. Activities included an online survey, an available telephone line for those with questions, and an open house hosted at the Calahoo Community Hall in accordance with COVID-19 protocols. 

· The What We Heard reports will be publicly available on the Sturgeon County website.

	Strategic Alignment:

Organizational:
· This review continues to consume considerable staff time, although resources are in place to support it.

Financial:
· Approved budget is in place for the completion of this review, assuming current scoping and timing is upheld. 
· Future recommendations could also have a significant financial impact for Sturgeon County, landowners, and industry partners.

	
	

	Alternatives Considered

	1. Council could decide not to accept the resource extraction What We Heard – Engagement Phase Two report as information.

2. Council could decide not to direct Administration to bring forward potential bylaw approaches and recommendations for consideration in January 2021 (thus concluding the review).

	
	

	Implications of Alternatives 
	Strategic Alignment: 
· This direction would conclude the review at this time and make no changes to resource extraction regulations. This would be inconsistent with stakeholder expectations and misaligned to Council’s priorities.

Organizational:
· If Council concluded the review, Administration would discontinue efforts and preparation of recommendations.

Financial:
· If Council concluded the review, remaining budget amounts for the project would not be spent.
· The potential for positive financial impact for Sturgeon County, if bylaw changes were supported, would be missed.

	
	

	Follow up Action
	1. Proceed with the sharing the What We Heard Report – Engagement Phase Two with the public (Planning and Development Services, January 2021).
