	Background Information
· The Rotary Club of Morinville presented to Council on January 12, 2021.

· The Rotarians have purchased a Canadian Light Armoured Vehicle (LAV III) for permanent placement at a monument site located at the Morinville Leisure Centre.

· Conceptional renderings and narrative descriptions illustrate the educational and earned recognition the monument project will provide to all visitors - local, regional, and otherwise.

· The monument will honour all past, present, and future members of the Canadian military.

· In a follow-up conversation with the Rotary Club of Morinville President-Elect Gordon Putnam, Administration was advised that the Town of Morinville provided land at an estimated value of $10,000. Subsequently, the ask of Sturgeon County is to be considered a Partner in the same regard with funding of $10,000.
