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AMENDMENT TO BYLAW 1517/20 – COUNCIL COMMITTEES BYLAW
TO ESTABLISH THE ALTERNATIVE LAND USE SERVICES (ALUS) PARTNERSHIP ADVISORY COMMITTEE
STURGEON COUNTY, MORINVILLE, ALBERTA

A BYLAW OF STURGEON COUNTY, IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA, TO ESTABLISH THE ALTERNATIVE LAND USE SERVICES (ALUS) PARTNERSHIP ADVISORY COMMITTEE AS A COUNCIL COMMITTEE 

WHEREAS, section 145 of the Municipal Government Act, RSA. 2000 c M-26 (the Act), and amendments thereto provides that a council may pass bylaws in relation to the establishment and functions of council committees as well as procedures to be followed by council committees;

AND WHEREAS, section 146(b) of the Act provides that a council committee may consist of a combination of councillors and other persons;

AND WHEREAS, the Council of Sturgeon County has passed Bylaw 1517/20, the Council Committees Bylaw, which applies to all Sturgeon County council committees;

AND WHEREAS, the Council of Sturgeon County considers it expedient to establish an Alternative Land Use Services (ALUS) Partnership Advisory Committee to act as an advisory body and to assist Sturgeon County in promoting, enhancing, and protecting the conservation of land while maintaining viable and sustainable agriculture within Sturgeon County; 

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of Sturgeon County, in the Province of Alberta, duly assembled, enacts as follows:

1. Title
1.1. This Bylaw may be referred to as the “Alternative Land Use Services Partnership Advisory Committee Bylaw” or the “ALUS Partnership Advisory Committee Bylaw”.

2. Purpose 
2.1. The purpose of this Bylaw is to amend Bylaw 1517/20, the Council Committees Bylaw, to establish the ALUS Partnership Advisory Committee. 

3. Amendment to Bylaw 1517/20
3.1. Bylaw 1517/20 is amended with the addition of Schedule “E”, appended to this Bylaw.

4. Severability & Effective Date 
4.1. If any portion of this Bylaw is declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, then the invalid portion must be severed and the remainder of the Bylaw is deemed valid.


4.2. This Bylaw shall come into force and take effect on August 1, 2021.

SCHEDULE “E” – ALTERNATIVE LAND USE SERVICES (ALUS) PARTNERSHIP ADVISORY COMMITTEE

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

1. The Alternative Land Use Services (ALUS) Partnership Advisory Committee shall oversee the management and administration of the ALUS program in Sturgeon County.

COMPOSITION OF COMMITTEE
2. Members of the Agricultural Service Board, except for the Junior Member, are appointed as members of the Committee. 

3. The Chair of the Agricultural Service Board is appointed as Chair of the Committee.

4. The Vice Chair of the Agricultural Service Board is appointed as the Vice Chair of the Committee.

DUTIES AND POWERS
5. The Committee shall:

a. Act as an advisory body and assist the Conservation Program Coordinator and the Manager of Agricultural Services, in matters of mutual concern;

b. Review and approve agricultural producer (individuals who produce at least $10,000 in agricultural commodities per year) and/or landowner ALUS projects based on ALUS principles;

c. Advise and guide the general direction of ALUS within the County;

d. Establish payment structure and amounts for each selected project;

e. Appoint technical advisors from external organizations, government, and businesses to attend meetings as required;

f. Communicate with external organizations and agricultural producers regarding ALUS;

g. Act as a liaison between Administration, Council, and the agricultural community;

h. Promote ALUS in the County and in Members’ professional and social networks;

i. Hear, collect, record and act on public feedback where and when appropriate;

j. Attract contributions and grants to support the ALUS projects;

k. Recommend and participate in the development of projects that align with the strategic outcomes and goals established by ALUS and the Committee; and

l. Keep potential projects confidential until approved by the Committee.
