Report
	Background Information
· In March of 2021, an NWR official reached out to Sturgeon County to discuss the potential renaming of Range Road 220 North, to “Ian’s Road” in honour of Ian MacGregor.
· Mr. MacGregor has worked tirelessly for nearly two decades to bring the Sturgeon Refinery to fruition, the world’s first refinery designed and built to capture CO2, and the Alberta Carbon Trunk Line (ACTL) system, the backbone carbon capture utilization and storage (CCUS) infrastructure needed to support a lower carbon economy in Alberta.
· The construction of these two projects created thousands of jobs in Alberta, and today they employ hundreds of area residents.
· The Sturgeon Refinery sees itself as part of the Sturgeon community and will continue to be a key community investor, contributing to local organizations that are able to make significant contributions enhancing local opportunities.
· The section of Range Road 220 proposed for renaming runs north of Highway 643 for approximately 0.5 kilometres to the Refinery Plant Gate. 
· The signage would be placed on Highway 643 on the lights (both east and westbound) that mark Range Road 220.
· Honorary road naming does not change the official road name; it adds an alternative name. 
External Communication
· The Sturgeon Refinery and Sturgeon County will engage with and immediately notify affected landowners (e.g., Wolf Midstream) along the approximate 0.5-kilometre stretch of Range Road 220 that will be renamed.
· Notifications will be provided to Alberta Transportation, Sturgeon County Protective Services, and Sturgeon County Transportation and Engineering Services.  
· Administration consulted with Canada Post and internal departments to ensure there were no issues with proceeding with the honorary road naming.  
Relevant Policy/Legislation/Practices:
· Part 58(1) of the Municipal Government Act states “a municipality may name roads or areas within its boundaries.” 
· Administration is investigating the potential for a Civic Addressing Bylaw that would address honorary road naming in a more formalized capacity. 

	
	

	Implication of Administrative Recommendation
