Conduct of the Hearing
The hearing will be held as part of the Regular Council Meeting. 

To protect the health and safety of the public, the hearing will be held virtually through Microsoft Teams in accordance with section 199 of the Municipal Government Act, the Meeting Procedures (COVID-19 Suppression) Regulation, and Sturgeon County’s Procedure Bylaw.

Presenters will receive the Microsoft Teams meeting link in advance of the hearing. Presenters should test Microsoft Teams on their computer as there will not be an opportunity to do so once the hearing has commenced.

Presenters are asked to mute their microphones during the hearing unless they are speaking.

The Mayor will Chair the hearing. Please direct all submissions and comments through the Mayor.

At the scheduled start time, the Mayor will call the hearing to order and will provide an overview of the hearing process.

Order of Presentations
Sturgeon County Administration will present, followed by questions from members of Council. 

Next, the landowners will present, followed by questions from members of Council.

Note that Council has received the parties’ written submissions, which form part of the Council Meeting agenda, so presenters need not repeat their submissions.

Next, other persons in attendance and who wish to address Council will have the opportunity to provide brief comments.

Sturgeon County Administration can provide brief closing comments in response to any new information or to clarify information presented.

The landowners can provide brief closing comments in response to any new information or to clarify information presented.

Council Deliberation
Council will deliberate in closed session pursuant to section 197(2) of the Municipal Government Act and in accordance with section 27 (privileged information) of the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act. 
Only members of Council, Council’s legal advisor, and designated members of Administration will be permitted to attend the closed session portion of the meeting. Other attendees will be removed from the virtual meeting until Council reconvenes in open session.

Announcement of Decision
Once Council has concluded its deliberations in private, it will reconvene in open session, where a decision will be provided. 

The Mayor will then close the hearing and Council will proceed to the next business item on its agenda.
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
